Instructions
The second edition of ICD-10-AM has been produced by the National Centre for Classification in Health from a database in an effort to improve
accuracy and consistency. Consequently, errata for Volumes 1–4 is produced from the same database which has resulted in the change of format
shown below. Each row in the errata represents an item/change to be made and contains the following information necessary to complete the errata
item.

The amnesia is usually centred on traumatic
events, such as accidents or unexpected
bereavements, and is usually partial and
selective. Complete and generalised amnesia
is rare, and is usually part of a fugue (F44.1). If
this is the case, the disorder should be
classified as such. The diagnosis should not
be made in the presence of organic brain
disorders, intoxication or excessive fatigue.
