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Executive summary

The Independent Hospital Pricing Authority (IHPA) is developing a new classification for non-
admitted care - the Australian Non-Admitted Care Classification (ANACC). The primary
purpose of the ANACC is activity based funding (ABF), but IHPA is aiming for the classification
to be useful for other purposes.

To inform the classification, IHPA needs more detailed and accurate costs than those
currently available through routine national collections. Therefore, it commissioned a
consortium led by Health Policy Analysis to conduct a study of the cost of non-admitted
care.

The Non-admitted care costing study will be conducted in a representative sample of public
non-admitted sites across Australia. Sites will collect study-specific activity data over a period
of up to two-months (between 1 October 2019 and June 2020) as well as use other routinely
collected data to cost their non-admitted activity. The data from the study will enable IHPA
to explore cost drivers of non-admitted care to inform the ANACC.

This document sets out the key feature of the Non-admitted care costing sfudy — the scope,
study approach, data collection approach, proposed data collection and considerations for
the ANACC - and poses questions in relation to each of these aspects for stakeholders to
consider. This feedback will help refine the design of the study so that its results can be used
to inform the development of the ANACC.

This document is one part of a more comprehensive consultation process that will involve
stakeholders at different phases. This phase is specifically concerned with the data
collection. Stakeholder perspectives on interpreting the results of the study and their use for
the development of the ANACC will be undertaken in at a later phase.

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INnfroduction

To support the continuing evolution of activity based funding (ABF) for Australian public
hospitals, the Independent Hospital Pricing Authority (IHPA) commissioned a consortium led
by Health Policy Analysis to conduct a study of the costs of non-admitted care — the Non-
admitted care costing study. Results from this study will be used to develop the Australian
Non-Admitted Care Classification (ANACC).

Why a new classification for non-admitted
cares

Ideally, classification systems used for ABF should reflect the characteristics of patients, rather
than characteristics of the service provider or inputs to care. The classification currently used
by IHPA for non-admitted care, Tier 2 Non-Admitted Care Services Classification (‘Tier 2),
largely reflects the nature of the provider rather than the nature of patients provided with
non-admitted care services. The Tier 2 classification was adopted in the absence of a
feasible alternative, and the lack of routinely available patient-level information that could
be used for a patient-based classification.

A 2014 review of non-admitted classifications concluded that Tier 2 is not appropriate for the
long term. It also found there were barriers to implementing the international classifications of
non-admitted care in the Australian system. The review recommended IHPA develop a new
classification for Australia and undertake a costing study to test cost drivers that could be
used for this classification.

The Non-admitted care costing study

The Non-admitted care costing study will be conducted in a representative sample of public
non-admitted sites! across Australia. States and territories will nominate sites following local
consultation.

The study involves participating sites collecting study-specific activity data (‘primary data’)
for a period of up to two months, determined by the volume of service in participating
service units. Data collection can occur at any time between 1 October 2019 and June
2020. Participating sites will also extract and submit other routinely collected data relevant to
the study (‘secondary data’). Any secondary data provided will be for the whole 2019-20
financial year. The final stage will involve the sites costing the non-admitted activity using
activity based costing methods consistent with Australian Hospital Patient Costing Standards
Version 4.0 (Independent Hospital Pricing Authority, 2018a). To assist with the costing process,
Health Policy Analysis will develop and provide each site with relative value units (RVUs) to
allocate nursing, allied health and medical costs to service occasions/ events. The RVUs will
be based on data that the sites will have submitted towards the study and will be an
improvement on current processes for most sites. The allocations will be based on patient

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characteristics rather than being driven by the type of clinic, thereby moving away from
reinforcing clinic type as a cost driver.

Previous work

The Non-admitted care costing study builds on work undertaken by IHPA between 2013 and
2018. This includes:

e The completion and subsequent analysis of the 2013 National non-admitted and
subacute admitted costing study (Ernst & Young, 2014).

¢ The review of non-admitted classification systems in 2014 (PricewaterCoopers, 2014).

¢ Commencement of work by IHPA in January 2016 to develop a new classification
system for non-admitted services — the ANACC.

e Consultations with stakeholders during 2016-17 to understand jurisdictional and
clinical views on the strategic intent for the ANACC system. These consultations
yielded three strategic aims for classification development:

o build the ability fo frack patient journeys across service settings and eventually
health sectors to inform research, policy and funding
create transparency around the type of interaction in outpatient clinics
reflect patient complexity and associated resource use.

e Development by IHPA in 2017 of initial groupings for the ANACC system in the form of
diagnosis and interventions lists. IHPA is continuing to refine these lists, including
through this study.

e A public consultation process seeking stakeholders’ feedback on the characteristics
of the ANACC system (Independent Hospital Pricing Authority, 2018b).

Consultation

The purpose of this document is to obtain input from key stakeholders about data collection
for the Non-admitted care costing study, to ensure that the data can support the
development of the ANACC. To assist with this, questions are posed throughout the
document. Stakeholders are invited to provide feedback on the questions and/or to indicate
the suitability or otherwise of the proposed approaches, where possible, with reasons and
suggestions for alternative approaches.

IHPA is calling for submissions on this document. Submissions should be emailed to
submissions.inpa@ihpa.gov.au by 5.00 pm on 24 May 2019. All submissions will be published
on the IHPA website (www.ihpa.gov.au) unless respondents specifically identify any sections
that they believe should be kept confidential.

In addition to the public consultation, input on the study is also being obtained through:

e [|HPA's Non-Admitted Care Advisory Working Group (NACAWG,). This is the key
governance group for the project. This group meets at regular intervals to consider
key aspects of the study and review and endorse project documents. There are also
two subgroups of NACAWG: the Expert Subgroup which will contribute clinical and
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other expertise to the study and the Costing Technical Group, which will contribute
costing expertise.

e Other IHPA advisory groups and committees. These include the Clinical Advisory
Committee (CAC), the Jurisdictional Advisory Committee (JAC), the ABF Technical
Advisory Committee (TAC), and the National Hospital Cost Data Collection Advisory
Committee (NAC). This document was circulated to these groups for input during
April 2019.

e Consultations with individual states and territories, including representatives from their
health authorities, Local Hospital Networks (LHNs), service representatives and
clinicians. These consultations occurred during March 2019, involving members of the
Health Policy Analysis consortium and IHPA visiting each jurisdiction.

e A national workshop will be held bringing together key stakeholders to discuss and
inform the final study design. The workshop is planned for 3 May 2019.

The study consortium

The study consortium is led by Health Policy Analysis. It has been assembled based on the
group’s expertise in health care, patient costing, data development and classification. The
consortium includes clinicians, individuals who have been policy leaders, high-calibre data
analysts/ statisticians, researchers, an accountant, and a health information manager. Most
members of the group have undertaken costing studies in Australia and internationally.
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Study scope

Non-admitted care encompasses services provided to patients who do not undergo a
formal admission process and do not occupy a hospital bed. Non-admitted services may:

e Be delivered in different setftings: hospital outpatient clinics, community-based clinics,
patients’ homes.

¢ Relate to one or more patients: one-on-one consultations, group sessions.

e Involve one or more clinicians: an individual clinician, a multi-disciplinary team.

e Involve a patient being present at the service event or not (e.g. a case conference).

¢ Involve different modalities: face-to-face, telephone/ video, email.

e May precede or follow a hospital episode or involve a course of freatment.

The Non-admitted care costing study applies to non-admitted patient service events
provided by:

e public hospitals

e Local Hospital Networks (LHNs)

e other public hospital services that are managed by a state or territory health authority
and are included in the General list of in-scope public hospital services, which have
been developed under the National Health Reform Agreement (2011).

This also includes all in-scope services contracted by a public hospital, LHN or jurisdiction
regardless of the physical location of the contracting public hospital, LHN or jurisdiction, or
the location where the services are delivered. The Non-admitted care costing study is
infended to capture instances of service provision from the point of view of the patient.

For the purpose of this study, a non-admitted service is a specialty unit or organisational
arrangement under which a jurisdictional health authority, LHN or public hospital provides
non-admitted services.

The scope of the Non-admitted care costing study includes all arrangements made to
deliver non-admitted patient service to non-admitted patients:

e irespective of location (includes on-campus and off-campus)

e regardless of the source from which the entity derives the funds for the service (e.g.
Department of Veterans' Affairs, compensable and Medicare ineligible patients are
included)

e regardless of setting or mode.

Specialist sub- and non-acute ambulatory services, such as rehabilitation and palliative care,
are included in the scope of the study.

Excluded from the scope are all services covered by:

o the Admitted patient care National Minimum Data Set (NMDS) i.e. all non-admitted
services provided to admitted patients

o the Non-admitted patient emergency department care NMDS i.e. all non-admitted
services provided to emergency department patients

e the Community mental health care NMDS
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e service events which deliver non-clinical care, e.g. activities such as home cleaning,
meals on wheels or home maintenance.

Clinicians participating in the study are often involved in providing care to non-admitted
patients as well as patients covered by the admitted patient care, emergency department
care or community mental health NMDSs. The collection of data on clinical fime will provide
for time related to these patients to be captured, including through consultation licison, but
this does not necessarily need to be at the patient level.

Questions for stakeholders

1. What changes to the scope of the study, as described above, should be considered?
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Study approach

The Non-admitted care costing study will be conducted in a sample of public non-admitted
sites across Australia. A sampling strategy is being developed that will identify the strata that
will be used for sampling to ensure that the service units and sites participating in the study
are representative of the population that will eventually be funded using the ANACC.

States and territories will nominate sites following local consultatfion. A site may still participate
in the study even if not all of its non-admitted care service units are involved. Some units
might be out-of-scope for the study and others they may choose not to participate.

Following nomination, a short feasibility survey will be conducted to ensure each service unit
is suitable to participate. Criteria for site selection are listed below.

Site selection criteria

To be included in the study, non-admifted service units must meet specific criteria for
participation. The proposed criteria are that the service unit:

e issupported by executive locally

e has clinic leads

e has buy-in from all relevant units/ stakeholders within the site, including clinicians,
costing, and IT

e has electronic systems for capturing patient non-admitted data at a patient level, as
required by the Non-Admitted Patient National Best Endeavours Data Set

e does not have plans to update or change systems relevant to the study over the
study period

e participates in patient costing, with a stable costing system in place

e has electronic sources of imaging and pathology data used as an input for costing

e has the technical ability to extract/ compile the data specified for the study.

Site coordinator

Participating sites will be required to appoint a coordinator for the study. It is expected that
the site coordinator will be a dedicated resource for the study, and will be available for:

e the duration of time the site participates in the data collection (this includes
collection across different service units at different times)

o the fime required for site preparation, set-up and training; as well as the fime required
for finalising and reporting data, and site close-out (this may vary depending on the
site requirements).

Site coordinators will:

e provide a communication link between participating service units and the field
management team (FMT)

¢ be the main point of contact for the study consortium for all activities relating to the
study at the site

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e be the primary point of contact for local staff involved in the study

e prepare the site to participate in the study (includes providing necessary data/
undertaking staff surveys prior to the study start)

e train staff in data collection with support from the FMT

e troubleshoot simple issues during data collection and escalate major issues to the FMT

o provide feedback to staff on data completeness and accuracy during the data
collection

e coordinate extracts of local data required for the study (which may involve working
with IT)

e report on the site’s progress with the study via the web-based reporting portal.

Clinic lead

The nature of non-admitted care is such that many different service units may participate in
collecting data relating to their speciality within a single site. Where this occurs, clinic leads
should be identified to assist the site coordinator in setting up and running the study in the
specific service unit.

Clinic leads will bring specific knowledge and experience of their service unit that will assist in
tailoring the study protocol to maximise the quality of the data collected by their unit. They
will also provide a direct link for staff participating in the study o the site coordinator.

The clinic lead will not need to cease their usual work; they will assume the role of study
champion.

Site support

IHPA will provide financial support to participating sites to assist with project costs (e.g. salary
costs of the site coordinator and/ or extracting the required data from local IT systems).

Sites will also be supported by a dedicated FMT made up of members of the Health Policy
Analysis consortium. FMTs will assist site coordinators with set-up of the study and support
them over the course of the data collection.

Questions for stakeholders

2. In what ways can the selection/ feasibility criteria for sites to participate in the study
be clarified or improved?

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Data collection
overview

Data collection components

The study has five data collection components, which are outlined below.

Part A: Service descriptive data. These files describe the non-admitted care service units
participating in the study and staff. The information in these files will help the study team to
interpret the data submitted and validate it. Part A also includes files relevant to the study
application: the service unit's preferred order of the presenting condition and intervention
short lists and flagging of the data elements to be collected as part of the primary data
collection versus those that will be derived/ extracted from routinely collected data.

Part B: Primary data. These relate to data to be collected for up to two-months at each
participating site/ service unit. The scope of the data collected depends on the extent to
which data required for the study are routinely collected and can be obtained through
secondary sources. The data include characteristics of patients and service occasions/
events, and the time that clinicians spend with individual patients and the activities/
interventions that they undertake.

The characteristics of service occasions/ events (including interventions) will potentially
provide classification variables used in the ANACC. The clinical time will be used to create
more precise estimates of costs that will also be used to test how alternative ways of
classifying non-admitted care perform in predicting costs.

Part C: Secondary data. These relate to data that are routinely collected for other purposes
(e.g. scheduling, financial, mandatory reporting) but relevant for the Non-admitted care
costing study.

Part D: Cost data. These relate to the outputs and selected inputs for the National Hospital
Cost Data Collection (NHCDC) for non-admitted patients.

Data from the study will be used to derive alternative relative value units (RVUs) for non-
admitted care and provided to participating sites as an input for costing for this study.

Part E: Operational data. This is made up of two files to operationalise the study: a file of
selected patient characteristics linked to local identifiers to help clinicians determine that
they are about to enter data for the right patient, and a file to link study record identifiers
with individual patients and service occasions/ events for each patient.

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Approach for collecting primary data

The study-specific data (Part B Primary study data) will be collected by clinicians over a
period of up to two months, depending on the volume of activity within each service unit.
Where sites already routinely collect data elements proposed for the Non-admitted care
costing study, and these reasonably match the specifications for the study, the site can
extract and submit these data and not collect them. For data elements that are not routinely
collected (or do not match the definitions specified for the study), clinicians will collect these
data for the study.

Two options for data collection will be available to clinicians:

e Desktop/ laptop app. Clinicians will be able to access a web app through the
computer that they normally use in their clinical practice. Access will be through an
internet browser (Chrome, Firefox, Safari and Internet explorer Edge will be
supported). The app will display the fields that they will need to complete.

e Mobile app. The mobile app will connect to the same database as used by the
desktop app through Wi-Fi or mobile data. It will call on and transfer data to the study
database through a secure encrypted connection.

For both of the above, each state and territory will have a dedicated study database,
implemented on a single secure server. Authorised personnel in state and territory health
authority will have a view of the data collected/ uploaded by all of their sites participating in
the study, but individual sites will only have access to their own data. Neither IHPA nor the
Health Policy Analysis consortium will have access to these data until the site formally sulbomits
the data to IHPA. The app will include a facility for data encryption, so that no identifying
information on patients or staff is submitted to IHPA, other than the identifiers currently
submitted to IHPA through the National Hospital Cost Data Collection or Non-Admitted
Patient National Best Endeavours Data Set.

In addition to data collection, the desktop app will allow sites to manage their data.
Functions will include:

e A facility for sites to import secondary data sets based on extracts from local systems.
e Data error checking to ensure that data are compliant/ not missing.

e Automated report generation, including summarised local data and data quality
reports.

e Data encryption (e.g. of patient and staff identfifiers).

e Facilitate state/territory study data submission directly into the IHPA SDMS at the
conclusion of the study.
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Pilot study

A short (one week) pilot of the data collection processes will be undertaken in up to three
sites. The FMTs will conduct an advanced project initiation and training phase with these sites,
to establish the arrangements for the pilot. The results of the pilots will be used to address
gaps and ambiguities in documentation and other aspects of the study infrastructure.

Ethical issues and data privacy and security

Sites and service units
Sites and service units will self-nominate to participate in the study.

Patients

The conduct of this study will not pose any risks of harm or discomfort to patients. The study is
not based around any form of intervention; it will seek to capture information on day-to-day
care and workings of the parficipating non-admitted care service units in a standardised
way. The study will not target any specific patients/ patient types and will in no way alter the
care that any patient would normally receive in the participating service units. It will also not
impact the relationship between patients and clinicians.

Consent from individual patients will not be sought for this study. This is because (as
mentioned above) patients’ care will not be altered before, during or following the study,
and the ‘addifional’ information that clinicians will collect during the study involves only
collecting data that would normally be captured in systems where it is difficult to retrieve
(e.g. free text fields in electronic systems or paper medical records) in a standardised,
retrievable form. Both the data that are ‘collected’ specifically for the study and extracted
from systems maintained by the site (e.g. for patient management, clinical care, financial
reasons) will be de-identified prior to reporting for the study. Therefore, all data collated by
the study consortium for analysis will be non-identifiable.

Clinicians

It is expected that sites will consult with the clinicians that will be collecting the primary data
during the study prior fo agreeing to participate. Nevertheless, any individual clinician that
does not wish to participate in the data collection can decline to do so without any
consequences. In the data provided for the study, individual clinicians will not be identified.

Clinicians working in the participating non-admitted service unit will be requested to record
the time that they spend on particular activities (e.g. dressing a wound, undertaking an
assessment). The purpose of this will be to allocate the costs of clinicians’ salaries and wages
to patients, so that total costs can be estimated for each individual patient and analysis
undertaken on the drivers of cost. These data will be used as input for the routine costing that
sites undertake as part of state/ territory collections or for the National Hospital Cost Data
Collection.

Capture and storage of data onsite

Data will be collected and collated for this study in ftwo main ways: a web app with a
desktop browser interface and a mobile app that can be accessed through a mobile
device (smartphone or tablet).
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The desktop web app interface will allow users to input patient service event data as it
happens, as well as providing for bulk uploads of routinely collected data exfracted from
local systems. The web app will use Transport Layer Security (TLS) point-to-point encryption
when tfransferring data.

The mobile application will also communicate via TLS, ensuring that all traffic is encrypted. If
the device is online, then no data will be kept on the device. If the device does not have
access to the internet, then interaction details will be held temporarily on the device until the
device is online again. During this fime, any data stored on the device will be encrypted in
case of unauthorised access.

Lastly, the database will only hold patient initials, date of birth and medical record number.
This will allow clinicians to confirm they are entering data relating to the right patient. The
app will also hold basic information about the clinician (name, discipline, service unit) to
confirm that the clinician has correctly logged on to use the app.

Storage of data following submission

IHPA ensures that information collected is protected from misuse, interference, loss and
unauthorised access, modification or disclosure. This is achieved by ensuring that personnel
that have access to data have been appropriately identified and authorised, and by using
physical controls.

IHPA oversees the compliance of all its officers and consultants with the privacy provisions of
Commonwealth legislation and the secrecy provisions of the National Health Reform Act.
Furthermore, IHPA ensures that all its officers and consultants are aware of their obligations
with respect to the handling of confidential information. All principal researchers have signed
Deeds of Confidentiality undertakings, undergone federal police checks, undertaken security
training and are required to adhere to IHPA's Third Party Usage of IHPA Protected Data Rules
that set out how third parties should manage and protect IHPA Protected Data.

Research ethics and site-specific approval

The Health Policy Analysis consortium will be seeking approval from a human research ethics
committee (HREC) for the Non-admitted care costing study. Sites participating in the study
will also need to obtain research governance approval for the conduct of the study at their
site.

Questions for stakeholders

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Proposed datfa
collection and
rationale

As outlined in the previous Chapter, data requested from sites participating in the Non-
admitted care costing study will include primary and secondary data. The primary data are
data that are specifically collected for the study. Secondary data are data that are routinely
collected for other purposes but will be useful for the study.

The extent of the primary data collected by each site and service unit will depend on which
of the proposed data elements specified as part of the primary data (Part B) that they
already routinely collect and can extract and provide for the study. In the Data request
specification developed for the study, data elements that most sites and service units are
unlikely to collect routinely have been labelled as primary data.

Primary data

Table 1 shows the proposed data elements proposed for the primary data collection, their
definitions and values, and rationale for inclusion in the study.

The primary data will be supplemented with routinely collected data (see ‘Secondary data’
below). One of these sources is the Non-Admitted Patient National Best Endeavours Data Set,
which will contribute the following data elements:

e Care type

o Group session indicator

e Multiple health-care provider indicator
¢ Non-admitted service type

e Service delivery mode

e Service delivery sefting.

Table 2 shows the definitions and values of the above data elements, for reference.

IHPA will use the results of the Non-admitted care costing study to inform the ANACC.
Exploration of the primary data is likely to include:

e Analysis of options for grouping service events into higher level classes (e.g. episodes
or courses of freatment), reflecting the characteristics of patients and the services
they receive. This is described further below.

e Options for splitting the higher level classes to reflect differences in patient
complexity/resource use. This will include consideration of which variables could be
used for splitting classes, and other approaches to addressing complexity.

e Assessing how the classification will work for particular populations of interest, such as
people with chronic disease, paediatric patients, and the elderly.

e Assessing the feasibility of collecting data elements that reflect complexity of
patients, based on the understanding generated from the study and stakeholder
input.

¢ The alignment of the ANACC with other classification systems currently used for ABF
(e.g. the Australian Mental Health Care Classification and the Australian Emergency
Care Classification).

Options for bundling

For some service events, a better basis for funding may involve bundling care to reflect an
episode of care or a course of tfreatment. Examples are:

e Bundling non-admitted service events into episodes of care reflecting care provided
over a period of time. This may be suitable for patients with chronic illness, patients
with a defined course of tfreatment (e.g. radiotherapy, chemotherapy, a course of
infravenous antibiotics, a course of iron infusions), or pre- and post-natal care.

e Bundling non-admitted service events within admitted patient episodes reflecting
care provided prior to, during and post an admitted episode.

¢ Some combination of the above reflecting different types of non-admitted services/
conditions.

Note that as with admitted patients, bundling can only feasibly occur for service events
occurring within a single entity rather than across entities.
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Exploring complexity

In the previous Chapter, specific data elements were listed identifying characteristics of
patients and/ or the care provided to them that may be associated with higher complexity
(see Table 3). The impact of these characteristics on cost will be investigated as part of the
development of the classification.
