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Introduction

This is a technical compendium to the Public consultation paper for the Australian
Emergency Care Classification (AECC). The Public consultation paper seeks stakeholders’
views on the proposed classification. This document contains further information on the
classification end classes and the grouping logic, to assist stakeholders in the review of the
proposed classification.

Overview of AECC

The proposed AECC is shown in Figure 1:

e The first level groups emergency stays into those requiring emergency care and a
small set of other classes, some with no further splits.

e The second level groups emergency stays into clinically meaningful groups using
emergency department diagnosis. The groupings of emergency department
diagnoses are referred to as ‘emergency care diagnosis groups’ (ECDGS).

e Where required, the third level splits the ECDGs to reflect different levels of severity
and/or complexity (consequently also reflecting resource use).

e Chapter 3: AECC grouping logic — shows the grouping logic of the draft AECC classes
in text form.

e Chapter 4: AECC end class costs and cost dispersion — shows a table of the average
costs by end class, and box plots of the dispersion of costs of the stays within each
draft AECC end class. The data is from the Emergency care costing study.

e Chapter 5: Indicative national volumes for end classes — shows the number of stays
assigned to each draft AECC end class using data from the National Hospital Cost
Data Collection (NHCDC) for 2014-15.

e Chapter 6: Mapping the IHPA ICD-10-AM short list to ECDGs - shows IHPA'’s
Emergency department ICD-10-AM (9th edition) principal diagnosis short list mapped
to the proposed ECDGs.
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Regression trees

This Chapter shows the AECC grouping logic diagramtically, as regression trees.

In the trees, the ‘Yes’ and ‘No’ branches have only been labelled at the top level. Where a
tree branches out further, ‘Yes’ is always to the left, and ‘No’ to the right.

The regression trees below and grouping logic shown in the next Chapter use shorthand to
refer to variables used in the draft classification and values within those variables. A key for
these is in the table below. Age groups are not included in the table as they are adequately
labelled in the regression trees and grouping logic table.

In the box plots, the lower end of the box represents the 25th percentile of cost, the upper
the 75th percentile, and the vertical line within the box the median (50th percentile). The
horizontal lines on either end represent the overall dispersion of costs. The circles in the
background give an indication of volumes (with more circles resulting in darker background
shading representing higher volumes).
